Check-Off Assignment Information

Music must be memorized and played for either Mr. Ladd or Mrs. Scherley in groups of 3 or less by the
dates listed below. You may attempt to check the music off as many times as you like, but you must play
it “perfectly” by the date listed below in order to succeed in checking a song off. Once you successfully
check off a song, you never have to check it off again for the rest of the year!!

A small amount of rehearsal time will be made available for students to memorize and check-off music.
However, these assignments are designed to teach personal responsibility. IT IS UP TO YOU TO
DECIDE WHEN AND HOW OFTEN TO ATTEMPT TO CHECK-OFF. WE WILL NOT SEARCH
YOU OUT AND ASK YOU TO CHECK-OFF YOUR MUSIC. Before and after rehearsals are perfect
times to check-off music.

Tigerette routine checks
will be handled exclusively by Megan and will be reported to Mr. Ladd for grading.

e Pay attention to dynamics, articulations, and phrasing while memorizing. You will not
successfully check-off the music if you ignore these markings!
